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Constitution:
Article I – Name

The name of this organization shall be called Lehigh Consulting Group (LCG).

Article II – Purpose

Lehigh Consulting Group will serve to provide real world business skills with a strong focus on leadership skills and analytical skills. The purpose of this club is to help the Lehigh University undergraduate community gain an understanding of a career in the consulting industry. To achieve this goal, the LCG will facilitate networking between Lehigh students and consulting professionals, hold business case competitions, and provide information sessions and speaker series.

Article III – Membership

Section One.  Membership in this organization shall be open to any Lehigh University undergraduate and graduate student who is in good standing with the University. The members must subscribe to the ideals and policies of the club and University.  

Article IV – Officers

Section One.  Executive officers consist of:

1. President 
2. Vice President
3. Director of Internal Outreach
4. Director of External Outreach
5. Director of Finance and Fundraising
6. Director of Marketing
7. Analyst Program Co-Directors

Section Two.  Towards the end of a Fall semester, the Executive Board will assemble a list of potential executive officers. Then, club members shall vote for or against the listed candidates. Each executive officer will serve for a period of one year.  All officers of the organization must be currently enrolled undergraduate or graduate students at Lehigh University and in good standing with the University. They must be studying at the Lehigh campus during their one year in their executive board position.

Section Three.  Duties of each officer:

1. President – will preside over all meetings, conduct all official organizational business.  The President must provide and distribute a written agenda before each meeting. The President will provide leadership and guidance for the organization by actively developing goals and pursuing concrete objectives for the Group and complying with all applicable laws, including Lehigh University policies. 

2. Vice President – will preside at meetings and conducts all official organizational business when the President assigns him/her to do so, or in the President’s absence.  The Vice President will serve as an advisor to the President. 

3. Director of Internal Outreach – Formerly the Director of Operations. Will keep official minutes and records and process communication among members.  The Director of Operations must set up meeting times, and ensure that the club is using all its resources to their maximum potential. 

4. Director of External Outreach – Formerly the Director of Outreach. Will be responsible for contacting Lehigh alumni, professional recruiters and school administrators for events. The Director of Outreach is the main point of contact (other than President) for coordinating initiatives with other Lehigh clubs.

5. Director of Finance and Fundraising – Will be responsible for keeping accurate records of all financial matters and collecting dues.  They  must also prepare regular financial statements, track income and expenditures of the club, and at the end of each year, prepare a proposed budget for approval. The Director of Finance and Fundraising will additionally lead fundraising initiatives to support the Group in financing its activities and events.

6. Director of Marketing – Will be responsible for designing and creating flyers, posters, logos for LCG events and for maintaining LCG social media outlets. The Director of Marketing is also responsible for updating and designing lehighconsulting.org.

7. Analyst Program Co-Directors - Will be responsible for serving as mentors and advisors to those students enrolled in the Analyst Program, guiding them and resolving any questions or concerns the Analysts may have. They will also assume the role of liaisons between the Analysts and the Executive Board, keeping the Board up to date with the progress of the Analyst Program projects and presentations.

Article V – Meetings

Section One.  A regularly scheduled general meeting will be held at least once every three weeks, with additional meetings held as often as needed. 

Section Two.  A quorum will consist of a simple majority of the regular members. 

Article VI – Committees

Chairpersons for committees shall be appointed by the President and the Vice President. The Chairperson will select other members from among those volunteering.  

Article VII – Finances

Dues will be determined by the executive board, based on the financial needs of the Group. As of now, the Group does not collect dues.

Student Senate grants funding per request via an application process.

Funding for specific events is aided through sponsorships.

Article VIII – Amendments to Constitution

Section One.  All amendments require previous notice of one meeting prior to discussion and voting.  

Section Two.  All amendments require unanimous approval by club officers and advisors.

Section Three.  All amendments must be approved by the Student Senate upon recommendation of the Assignment & Recognition Committee.

Leadership Recruitment
It is our goal that the leadership of the LCG will always consist of individuals with differing backgrounds and opinions. To achieve that goal, we must always be looking for and open to new potential leadership.

Recruitment Process
Leadership will be recruited only from current and consistent club members. The formal recruitment process will take place once: near the end of the Fall semester. The President should announce any open positions with a brief summary of the responsibilities involved at the beginning of every semester.

Application Process
All interested students should email a copy of their resume to the President and Vice President. In addition, an application dictating the applicant’s course load for the following school year and other club responsibilities should be filled in. Group members should always be aware of open positions.

Interview Process
The applicant must complete a short interview with two members of the club board, ideally the President and the Vice President.

Before each interview, the entire club board should meet to plan interview questions. Interviewers must do their best to uphold professionalism and maintain an impartial position throughout the whole process.

Onboarding Process
Once the new board is selected, the President and Vice President will hold a meeting to pass on company contact information, club account information, and other important details.
